When required by EH&S, a 
person shall be trained to provided 
a fire watch during the period the 
flame effect is in use. Their sole 
duty shall be to perform constant 
patrols and watch for the 
occurrence of fire and extinguish it 
appropriately.  

No Flame Effect is to be used 
without appropriate 
authorization from EH&S 

A permit must be issued.

Where candles, smoking, and 
other required open flames are 
needed for a stage performance, 
the stage manager must contact 
EH&S to indicate such use and 
receive permission.  A member of 
EH&S will then meet with you to 
review the details of the effect and 
assist you with filing the permit for 
theatrical flame effects. 

Appropriate training on the flame 
effect must be obtained and 
manufacturer’s directions 
followed. 

The effect shall be appropriately 
stored when not in use.
